1 WHATIS A DEBATE?

A debate is a discussion about a topic. People talk about their opinions. Usually, one person agrees
and the other person disagrees. The person who starts the discussion is usually the one who agrees.
Debates are important to practice because they are very common and practical in English. They usually
begin after one person states their opinion about something.

Try to stay calm, and refrain
from getting angry.

Important: Try not to hog the conversation. A debate, or discussion, should be back and forth. It is an
exchange of ideas and opinions.
