1. What is the train called in English?（英語でこの電車を何と言いますか） 

The train is called `Bullet Train` in English. 

2. What do we call these people on the train?（電車に乗っている人を何といいますか） 

We call them “Passengers” 

3. What is the farthest you have traveled by shinkansen?（新幹線で一番遠くまで行ったのはどこですか？） 

I have been to Hokkaido by shinkansen. 

4. What is the woman in the second picture doing?（２番目の写真の女性は何をしていますか） 

She is running to catch the bus. 

5. What are they doing in the third picture?（３番目の写真で、彼らは何をしてますか） 

They are calling a taxi. 

6. What are they riding on the forth picture?（４番目の写真の人は、何に乗ってますか） 

They are riding a bicycle. 

7. What do you call a person who rides a bicycle?（自転車に乗っている人を何といいますか） 

A person who rides a bicycle is called a cyclist. 

8. Which of these kinds of transportations do you prefer? Why?（乗り物の中でどれがすきですか） 

I prefer bullet train. 

9. Which is the safest? The most dangerous?（どれが一番安全で危険ですか） 

I think bullet train is the safest and bicycle is most dangerous.

12. What do you call the place where people wait for a taxi?（人々がタクシーを待つ場所を何といいますか） 

We call it taxi stand. 

13. What is your favorite car?（好きな車は何ですか） 

I like TOYOTA. 

14. Which side of the road do cars on in Japan? In the United States?（日本やアメリカでは、車はどちら通行

ですか） 

It is left side of the road in Japan. It is right side of the road in the United State. 

15. Do you own any form of transportation? How long have you owned it? Do you use it often? Where do you 

usually go? （何か交通手段を持っていますか。どのくらい所有していますか。どのくらいの頻度でつかいま

すか。いつもどこに行きますか？） 

I have a car. I have owned it for 10 years. I use it once a month. I usually use it for work. 

16. When are trains usually crowded?（どの時間帯が電車は混みますか）
